copyrighted cartoons characters, and no TV figures will be accepted.  The artwork must be free drawn.  Artwork 
using stencils, computer-generated text, clipart, or press-on letters will not be accepted. 
 

MEDIUM: Art may be drawn in marker, crayon, colored pencil, paint pens, watercolor, ink, acrylic or tempera 

paint.  Bright colors that reproduce well are the best!  Please send flat 2-D art only.  3-D art will not be accepted. 
 

PRESENTATION: Art may be on any kind of paper.  The art will not be accepted for judging if it is matted, 

framed, or laminated.  Art must be flat and it is preferred that the art is not folded or rolled. 
 

SIZE: All artwork must be 8 ½″ Wide by 11″ High (portrait orientation only).  Any other size will not be accepted.
